Our unique offices provide a calm
space to work in the midst of
lively Brighton.

Our building is a former Regency Church in

the heart of the South Lanes. First built in

1817, it is now deconsecrated but retains many
of its original features. Developed in 2016 by
Brighton-based architects Morton Scarr, our
modern offices provide a bright, airy workspace
which connects seamlessly to the historic
building.

These offices are set towards the rear of the
building and look onto a large private yard,
meaning you can enjoy a peaceful setting to
focus, while still being in the middle of the city
centre action - perfect for meetings and public
transport access.
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Your Location

Fabrica is located in the central
south lanes on Dukes Street, an
area known for its rich cultural
scene. Our location is well-
connected, with convenient
transport links and a variety
of amenities nearby, including
independent cafes, restaurants,
pubs, and shops.

A short stroll to the beach offers a refreshing
escape during breaks, and and a beautiful
setting for after work relaxation.

Meeting Room

Our bright and airy upstairs
room can be hired by both
tenants and non-tenants looking
for an affordable meeting venue
in the heart of Brighton.

The space can accommodate six people
comfortably around an oval table, and a
large screen is available for Zoom calls,
presentations, etc.

Meeting room hire is £15 per hour for external
hires, with a 50% discount for tenants.

Full time office residents get 2 hours free use of

our meeting room per week.
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What you get as an office resident:

- Desk space for laptop with cupboard or shelf
storage.

- WiFi (fibre optic broadband) with backup 4G
network.

- All services included (electricity, heating,
water).

- Onsite support Monday - Friday.

- 24/7 access.

- Opportunity to use Fabrica’s main space at a
reduced rate for partnership events.

- Opportunity to work and take meetings with
collegues in our main space when it is available.

- Full time office residents get 2 hours free use
of our meeting room per week (plus a 50%
discount on additional use).

- Company address.

- Tea and coffee making facilities with unlimited
supplies of tea and coffee.

- Cleaning and recycling costs included.

- 10% discount to selected Fabrica events.
